The preferred file format for ads created on the Mac or PC: High-res PDF files, with all fonts embedded, created using
Acrobat Distiller’s print- or press-optimized settings. If ads are created on the Mac, QuarkXPress files are accepted if all
necessary fonts & graphics are included; Illustrator or Freehand EPS files are also accepted (with all necessary graphics;
please convert fonts to outlines). If PageMaker or InDesign is used for ad creation, please supply the ad in high-res PDF form
if at all possible. 

If files are created on the PC (in PageMaker, QuarkXpress, or InDesign), please supply high-res PDF files, with all fonts
embedded, created using Acrobat Distiller’s print- or press-optimized settings.
